These renovations involve 
the bathrooms and main en-
trance ramp.  Construction 
is now in its final stages and 
should be completed before 
the end of October. 
 
Gateway Aviation’s twenty 
new general aviation han-
gars are complete.  Cur-
rently, thirteen of these han-
gars have been leased.  The 
City is exercising its option 
to purchase these hangars – 
January 1, 2009 is the target 
date for acquisition.
